1. CALL TO ORDER
Mayor Daughtry called the meeting to order at 6:00 PM.  The City Attorney, City Manager and all Councilmembers were present except Mayor Pro Tem White and Councilmember Sherman. Mayor Daughtry led the pledge, and Councilmember Baggett 

2. APPROVAL OF MINUTES
(A) Mayor Daughtry asked for a motion to approve the minutes from March 3, 2026. Councilmember Powell made a motion to approve the minutes. Councilmember Baggett seconded the motion.  The vote was unanimous.

3. PUBLIC HEARING 
Mayor Daughtry opened the Public Hearing on the text amendment (T26-001) to the Architectural Guidelines required in the City and within the Depot District. Robin Cailloux, City Planner, presented the Architectural Guidelines. With no further comments from the public, staff, or board members, Mayor Daughtry closed the public hearing at 6:08 pm.

4. NEW BUSINESS

(A) Robin Cailloux, City Planner, presented the proposed text amendment to the Architectural Guidelines required in the City of Leesburg as a whole and within the Depot District. Councilmember Fairbrother made the motion to approve the Text Amendment (T26-001) to the Architectural Guidelines. Councilmember Baggett seconded the motion. The vote was unanimous. 
(B) Dr. Amy Watson, VSU Marketing Professor, presented the Branding Logotype for the City of Leesburg. Councilmember Fairbrother made a motion to approve the branding logotype for the City of Leesburg. Councilmember Baggett seconded the motion. The vote was unanimous.

(C) City Manager Alexander presented the Georgia Power Relocation Agreement with respect to the Downtown GDOT TAP Project for $95,007.00. City Manager Alexander is choosing to invoke the “bona fide marketing plan” set forth in the Franchise Agreement Amendment to get a reduced amount. Councilmember Baggett made a motion to approve the maximum amount of $95,007.00 for the Georgia Power Relocation agreement. Councilmember Baggett seconded the motion. The vote was unanimous.

(D) Chief Prokesh presented the Georgia Association of Chief’s Police in-car Mobile Data Terminal Grant. It will cost $14, 321 to update the hardware. Councilmember Fairbrother made a motion to approve the $14,321 cost to update the hardware. Councilmember Breeden seconded the motion. The vote was unanimous. 

(E) Marylen Knights presented the opportunity to extend the Farmer’s Market to a monthly event on the first Saturday for the months of May and June. Councilmember Powell made a motion to approve the Monthly Farmer’s Market on the first Saturday each month. Councilmember Baggett seconded the motion. The vote was unanimous.

(F) City Manager Alexander presented the conflict regarding the May 5 council meeting and recommended moving it to May 12. Councilmember Baggett approved moving the May 5th council meeting to May 12th. Councilmember Breeden seconded the motion. The vote was unanimous.
